I h r  s t u d e n t ' s  Association M i u t t l e  
bus Committee voted unanimously 
Monday to combine the C entral 
( 'ampus route and the hast I ampus 
route next fall.

I he new MTminute route will be 
10 m in u te s  longer than either of the 
two existing routes, but will elimi­
nate the transfer stop near the Last 
Mall Fountain.

Committee members agreed the 
extra time students might have to 
-prnd on the bus w ill equal the time 
the\ spend sw itching buses now.

A ll other stops on the two exist- 
ing route will continue to be used.

Donald Man. -buttle contract ad­
ministrator, said the move will ben­
efit students who use parking lots 
near campus, such as the Disc h-Falk 
I ield lot, and ride the shuttle to

"It (the EC ) wouldn't be a bus 
that got people to the CC *— it 
would be the C C ," Man said.

Mau said tfiat the new inner cam­
pus route will continue to get stu­
dents within a block of anywhere on 
campus, and will give the shuttle 
system an extra bus to use in other 
troubled areas.

Other changes the committee w ill 
implement next fall include moving 
the Married Student and East River­
side stops from the Littlefield Foun­
tain to the Harrv Ransom Center. 
The move should lessen bus traffic 
around the fountain, Mau said.

Mau also reminded the board that 
fewer shuttle buses would run dur­
ing exam week, because less stu­
dents would be riding. He said it 
would be difficult to schedule the 
routes to fit the altered exam sched­
ule.

Deceased professor honored at conference

A Monday conference on the Mexican Revolu­
tion honored the work of Stanley Ross, a recent­
ly deceased UT professor of history.

Ross, who held the < .B. Smith C entennial 
chair in U.S.-Mexico relations, worked to solve 
contemporary problems facing the border. For 
his efforts, he received Mexico's highest award 
given to foreigners, the Order of the A/tec Eagle 
medallion in 1968.

"Stanley Ross was the guiding light behind 
this conference," said Jonathan Brown, UT pro­
fessor of history and conference translator. "H e 
wanted to bring together scholars who reflected 
and thought about the evolution and what it

meant for modern Mexico."
The conference, entitled "The Mexican Revo­

lution, 1910-1985 Seventy-I ive Years in Perspei 
tive" brought scholars from Mexico and the 
United States together to discuss the long-term 
effects of the revolution.

Hector Aguilar Camin of La Jornada Institute 
in Mexico City said a 1968 student rebellion in 
Mexico City cut short an era of relative prosperi­
ty and growth and broke a "social pact between 
Mexico and her people."

Since then, the Mexican "internal alliance" has 
been hurt by the divisive interests of the bour­
geoisie, the peasantry and the government, 
Aguilar said.

"The bureaucracy continues to grow rapidly 
despite the economy," he said"The bureaucracy 
has become an arena for the circulation of gov-

erning elites "
Fluctuations in the oil market and Mexico's de­

pendence on foreign borrowing have also dam­
aged the economy, Aguilar so id.

Lorenzo Meyer, visiting scholar at the Woo­
drow Wilson International Center for Scholars, 
spoke on C Jreat Britain's divestment of economic 
interests in Mexico after the Mexican Revolution.

I’eak British investment in Mexico was be­
tween 100 and 250 million pounds sterling, 
Meyer said. After the revolution, the British lost 
confidence in the Mexican government and left 
Mexico in "economic isolation,"

The result, Meyer said, was a one-on-one 
"confrontation with the United States" in eco­
nomic arenas. I his confrontation benefited Mex­
ico in the short run, but "destroyed" Mexico in 
the long run, Meyer said.

Berkeley 
officials 
arrested 
in protests

BER K ELEY , Calif. Continuing 
anti-apartheid protests at the U n i­
versity of California re suited in the 
arrests of the Berkeley mayor and 
two other public officials.

Mayor Eugene "C u s " Newport, 
Alameda County Supervisor John 
George and C ouncilman Wilson 
Riles Jr. of nearbv Oakland were ar 
rested Monday for blocking the en­
trance to University Hall, the ad­
ministration building for the nme- 
campus UC  system.

Also arrested were comedienne 
Whoopi Goldberg, Howard Pin- 
derhughes of United People of Col­
or and Vincent barrar, a UC  gradu­
ate student.

All were cited and released.
Demonstrations, r a l l ie s  and sieep- 

ins have continued on the Berkeley 
campus for several weeks in an ef­
fort to get the university to discon­
tinue its investments in firms opera­
ting in South Africa. 1 aflier in the 
month, 160 protesters —  about half 
of them students —  were arrested 
for trespassing and blocking en­
trances to another administration 
building.

On Monday, the demonstrators 
urged amnesty for everyone arrest­
ed during the continuing protest. 
They also asked that the 2R-member 
UC  Board of Regents consider the 
issue of full divestment in its May 
meeting as well as in June, when 
the subject is scheduled for discus­
sion.

In a related development, UC at­
torney Robert Reidhaar said the 14 
UC regents who own stock in 
American companies doing busi­
ness in South Africa probably will 
be allowed to vote on divestiture. 
He said their investments were too 
small to be significant.

The undersigned graduate students in English wish to express 
their profound disappointment at being systematically exclud­
ed from the process of making decisions affecting graduate 
students and the graduate program. We are particularly dis­
turbed by our lack of participation in the following actions:

1. The decision to change the PhD program's requirements;
2. The dismissal of graduate students from the Graduate Program 

Committee;
3. The removal of graduate students from the Freshman English Policy 

Committee, though graduate students are teaching all of the class­
es governed by this committee this semester.

The exclusion of graduate students from these decision-making pro­
cesses reflects an insensitivity to the motives, aspirations, and experience 
of graduate students. These decisions and the processes by which they 
were m ade make it impossible for many of us to recommend that others 
attend this university.

Some of us are making arangements to leave. Others, for econom ic 
and scholastic reasons, do not have this option. All of us believe that the 
governance of the departm ent and the resultant decision-making pro­
cesses betray the ethic that informs our liberal arts education.
